A limited number of 
canopies are available – if you have your own, please bring it!  Set up must be accomplished by 
9:00 a.m. Thursday, September 20th to accommodate the School Days program. Tables must be 
staffed at all times during the hours of 10:30 a.m. –1:30 p.m.  The Salmon Homecoming Celebration 
assumes no responsibility for your display.   
 
Tables and chairs will be available to borrow from the event stock. Please indicate on your 
application if you will be requesting use of this equipment.  Please be sure to provide your own hand 
truck, carts, etc. for loading and unloading.  
 
Direct fundraising is not allowed, however, we welcome any flyers and brochures about your 
organization and any events you may be planning. 
 

You are also welcome to participate in activities going on Saturday, September 22nd.  
Saturday’s activities include a traditional canoe ceremony, salmon bake, pow wow, and 
coastal singing and dancing.
